If time permit, we will also visit 
Newseum, a top 10 ranked popular attraction in Washington D.C. It’s known as one of the most 
interactive museum in the world that promotes free expression and the First Amendment to the 
United States Constitution. The Newseum experience traces the evolution of electronic 
communication from the birth of radio, to the technologies of the present and the future. In 
addition, along the way, you will see the Washington Monument, the World War II Memorial, the 
Thomas Jefferson Memorial and etc. After we depart from Washington D.C., we will pass by 
DCA and head back to New York. 
Winter schedule: apply when DC cruise close.
